
Itinerary: Bill & Samantha Gibbs: 15 – 25 June 2009

Day 01.
Monday, June 15, 2009:
Arrive Johannesburg International on flight SA 208 at 17h20. After immigration and customs formalities have been dispensed with
you will exit the arrivals hall and board the Metcourt Laurel's shuttle bus which is parked outside the entrance to the arrivals hall
for the short road transfer to your hotel. Overnight at the Metcourt Laurel on a bed and breakfast basis.
Day 02.

Tuesday, June 16, 2009:
After breakfast you will again board the hotels’ shuttle bus at 07h00 for the return road transfer to Johannesburg Internationals’
domestic departures hall where you will board flight SA 8827 which departs Johannesburg at 08h50. This is a domestic flight and
you will need to check in an hour before the flight is scheduled to depart. On arrival at the Kruger Mpumalanga International
Airport at 09h45 you will be met by Tim and you will enter the Kruger Park through Numbi Gate. This is where your wildlife safari
begins. After entering Numbi Gate you will make your way to Lower Sabi Rest Camp, game viewing along the way. You will need
to be in camp by 17h30 as that is when the camps gates close for the night. Overnight at Lower Sabi on a dinner, bed and
breakfast basis.
Day 03.

Wednesday, June 17, 2009:
Full day on safari in Kruger with Tim. The camps gates open at 06h00 and close at 17h30. The best time for game viewing is at
first light and from 15h00 when it starts to cool down. This is when the animals are most active. Breakfast will be at one of the
many rest camps or picnic sites and lunch, which would be for your own account, would also be either at a rest camp or picnic
spot in Kruger. Overnight at Satara Rest Camp on a dinner, bed and breakfast basis.
Day 04.

Thursday, June 18, 2009:
Another full day on safari, except that today you will move north to Olifants Rest Camp situated in the dryer central area of the
Park, game viewing on the way. Again, breakfast and lunch will be taken en route to Olifants. You will have to be in camp by gate
closing time of 17h30. Overnight at Olifants Rest Camp on a dinner bed and breakfast basis.
Day 05.
Friday, June 19, 2009:
Full day on safari in Kruger in the Olifants / Letaba area. Overnight at Olifants Rest Camp on a dinner, bed and breakfast basis.
Day 06

Saturday, June 20, 2009:
After the early morning game drive and breakfast you will make your way, game viewing en route to Kruger Gate where you will
exit the Park. You will then have a short 20 minute drive before you enter the Sabi Sand Private Game Reserve, and continue
onto Notten's. Here you will take leave of Tim. On arrival at Notten's, after settling into your chalet you will assemble on the
viewing deck for high-tea after which you will climb aboard the safari vehicle for the evening game drive. You will return to Camp
at about 20h00 for dinner, which will be served in the Boma under the stars, along side a roaring log fire. Overnight at Notten's
Bush Camp on a fully inclusive basis.

The daily programs at all the private lodges are very much the same. You are woken at dawn, assemble in the lounge for early
morning tea and coffee and then go out on a game drive in "open" safari vehicles. Depending on animal activity, you return to the
lodge for breakfast at about 08h00. After breakfast you are free to relax by the pool, sit on the deck and watch the animals come
to the water-hole to drink or go for a game walk in the bush, lead by your armed game ranger and tracker. Lunch is from 12h00
to 14h00, and some lodges, like Notten's, have "high-tea" instead of lunch. At about 15h30 you again assemble in the lounge for
afternoon tea, coffee and cake before going out on the afternoon / evening game drive. As the sun starts to dip below the horizon
you stop for "sun-downers" whilst you watch the African sun set. Once it gets dark you set off again in the Land Rover to spot the
nocturnal animals with the aid of a powerful spot-lamp. Again, depending on animal activity, you will return to the lodge at about
20h00 for dinner. Dinner is usually in the open, in the "boma" under the stars, beside a roaring log fire.

Day 07.
Sunday, June 21, 2009:
You will be woken at dawn for then early morning game drive followed by breakfast, or in this case "brunch". The rest of the day
free to watch the animals come to drink from the water-hole in front of the lodge, laze by the pool, go on a bush walk, or to just
"chill” until its time to meet for tea and coffee before venturing out on the afternoon / evening game drive. Overnight at Notten's
on a fully inclusive basis.



Day 08.
Monday, June 22, 2009:
After the early morning game drive and "brunch" you will be collected from Notten's at 10h30 by Dive The Big 5 for the 45 minute
road transfer to Londolozi. You will arrive at Londolozi in time for lunch. At about 15h30 you will proceed to the public area for
afternoon tea or coffee before going on the afternoon/evening game drive in open 4x4 safari vehicles. At sunset you will stop
somewhere in the bush for sun-downers before continuing on into the night looking for the nocturnal animals with the aid of a
powerful spot lamp. Depending on the animal activity you will return to camp at about 20:30 for dinner in the "boma", weather
permitting. Overnight at Londolozi, Founders Camp on a fully inclusive basis.
Day 09.

Tuesday, June 23, 2009:
Full day spent game viewing at Londolozi. You will be woken by the beat of African Drums for early morning tea and coffee which
is served at the Lodge before venturing out for the early morning game drive. Again, depending on the animal activity we will
return to camp at about 09:00 for breakfast. After breakfast you are free to enjoy the tranquility of the African Bush. You can
either go for a bush walk in "Big 5" country with your armed Ranger & Tracker, go down to the hide and sit quietly and watch the
game come down to drink during the heat of the day, spend the time bird watching in and around the camp or just laze by the
pool. After afternoon tea and coffee you will again set out for the afternoon/evening game drive. Overnight at Londolozi Founders
Camp on a fully inclusive basis.
Day 10.

Wednesday, June 24, 2009:
Another "magic" day spent in wildest Africa enjoying the peace and tranquility and personal service that only one of South Africa's
top lodges, such as Londolozi, can offer. Overnight at Londolozi Founders Camp on a fully inclusive basis.
Day 11.

Thursday, June 25, 2009:
After the early morning game drive and breakfast you will be collected from Londolozi by Dive The Big 5 at 11h00 for the return
road transfer to the Kruger Mpumalanga International Airport where you will board flight SA 8827 which departs Kruger
Mpumalanga International at 14h45. On arrival in Johannesburg International at 15h50, you will have a short lay-over before you
board your return flight to the States. End of services.

Please note that Kruger National Park and the Sabi Sands Reserve fall into the Malaria area and necessary precautions need to be
taken.
